Supporting Safe and Responsible Online Behaviour 

As technology becomes a regular part of children’s learning and play, it’s important that we 
work together to help them develop safe and responsible habits online. Even at an early age, 
children begin forming attitudes and behaviours that will shape their digital wellbeing in the 
future. 

Here are a few key reminders for families: 

• Supervise online activity: Wherever possible, keep devices in shared family spaces 
and explore online content together. 

• Encourage open conversations: Make sure your child knows they can talk to you 
if they see or hear something that worries them online. 

• Protect personal information: Remind children not to share details such as their 
name, school, or photographs without adult supervision. 

• Set clear boundaries: Agree on appropriate screen time limits and ensure there is a 
healthy balance between online and offline activities. 

By establishing these routines early, we can help children enjoy the benefits of technology 
while staying safe, confident, and kind online.
